Description of Work 
 
The works included two separate projects on the site. 
 
New Teaching Block  
 
The Teaching block was carried out on a Design and 
Build contract, with R.G Spiller employing HBS 
Architecture to produce a design to meet the client’s 
requirements, which included the use of sustainable 
technologies on the building. 
 
The building has natural ventilation, and has used sun 
pipes throughout the building, encouraging the facility 
to reduce energy levels.  
 
The project was completed in June 2008, in time for 
the holiday period for fit out by the school. 
 
New Accommodation Block  
 
This second project at Brymore School is comprises 
the construction of a new accommodation block 
comprising 100 bedrooms, 4 staff flats, central day 
showers, WCs and bathrooms. 
 
The construction of the building comprises load 
bearing masonry construction with precast concrete 
floors and elements of isolated structural steel 
components.  
 
The Accommodation block also has sustainable 
initiatives, such as the use of solar panels, lime 
render and sun pipes.��
